
AMERICAN BANDS IN ROME 

and 

LONDON PARADE FESTIVAL  

 
I am delighted to be able to introduce you to the “American Bands in Rome Festival” and the “London Parade Festival” pro-

gram, a series of very special musical events that take place each New Year in and around both Rome and London. 

 

The festival comprises three major performances.  The first is a concert in Rome’s Piazza del Popolo followed the next day 

with a ‘street show’ in the village of Frascati, south of Rome.  On New Year’s Day, there is the “London Parade” beginning at  

Berkley Square and progressing down Piccadilly to Piccadilly Circus, by Trafalgar Square, up Whitehall Place and culminating 

at Parliament Square and the Palace of Westminster beneath Big Ben and adjacent to Westminster Abbey – the ultimate and 

perfect way for Edmond Band students to celebrate the start of a New Year. 

 

The Mayors of Rome, Frascati and all of the Boroughs of London and Westminster will welcome Edmond, Oklahoma with 

great support and commitment. 
 

PERFORMANCE TRAVEL PROGRAMME INCLUSIONS 

 

•  Round trip economy class air travel on a scheduled airline from Dallas/Fort Worth to a Rome’s Fiumicino Airport…from Rome to London….and from     

 London to the USA.  One main meal and one snack served on each transatlantic flight.  Complimentary drinks service on all flights.  Free movies and audio 

 entertainment. 

 

•  3 nights accommodation in a specially selected first class Rome and 4 nights accommodation in a specially selected first class London hotel.  Students will 

 generally be accommodated in triple bedded rooms and adults in twin bedded rooms.  All rooms with private facilities including bath and/or shower.

•  Three course dinner each day in Rome consisting of an appetizer or pasta (antipasta or primi piatti) followed by a main course (second piatti/piatti            

 principal),and then dessert (dolci).  All meals accompanied by complimentary soft drinks.  One in a local restaurant, one in Frascati (based around local          

 produce), and one special farewell Roman dinner in an atmospheric restaurant with musical entertainment. 

 

•  Round trip transfers from airports to hotel by coach 

 

•  Transportation to and from all performance venues 

 

•  Half day educational tour of the City of rome with a professional English speaking guide and will include visits to the Colosseum and the Forum 

 

•  Half day educational tour of the Vatican City with special visits to the Vatican Museum, The Basilica of St. Peter’s                 and the Sistine Chapel. 

 

•  Trip to Frascati, south of Rome, which will include a visit/photo stop to the village of Castel Gandolofo, the Pope’s summer residence. 

 

•  Educational tour of London with professional guide and with photo stops, etc on private chartered coach 

 

•  A tour with professional guide to WINDSOR CASTLE and areas outside London. 

 

•  Dinner in a traditional British Pub 

 

•  Student New Year’s Eve party with full entertainment (discotheque) & pizza

Accommodations 

As mentioned previously, accommodations are in First Class London hotels just minutes from central London.  Students usually in triple bedded rooms and 

adults in twins.  Probable hotels are the Marriott Central Park in Rome and the Cumberland / Marble Arch Hotel in London. 

 

 

Tours 

A half-day tour of the major sights of London. 
A professional English speaking guide will provide a first class informative commentary of London, its culture, and its history.  The 4 hour tour will be 

ideally paced so that you become acquainted with much of what London has to offer.  There will be plenty of stops so you can explore the monuments, 

have time for refreshments and lunch and brief photo stops. 

 

 

A half-day tour of Windsor Castle. 

Among the many places of interest outside of but still in the vicinity of London, Windsor is certainly one of the most famous and most important.  On this, 

your second half-day tour, a professional English-speaking guide will be providing you with information on the town of Windsor, and then direct you 

through parts of this magnificent castle.  The Windsor visit will take, in total, a half day.  The remainder of the day is free for independent sightseeing and 

shopping in London.
